ADMISSION POLICY FOR POST 16 STUDIES

Introduction
The James Marks Academy (JMA) is a free school that will offer Post 16 education. It is the part of the James Marks Academy Trust’s (JMAT) that provides education beyond the end of Year 11. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Places in Post 16 are prioritised to those pupils who already attend the James Marks Academy (JMA) or Roman Fields Academy (RFA). After considering the above pupils, the JMA can be consulted through Hertfordshire’s SEND team for a Post 16 place.

Places at JMA are for pupils with an Education, Health and Care Plan (EHCP) and who meet the published admissions criteria for Post 16 study. Pupils must meet both of these criteria to be considered suitable for the JMA at Post 16.

The JMA only offers a limited number of A-levels for study at Post 16.

Admissions criteria for Post 16 study
Pupils wishing to study at the JMA will take three A-level subjects.

The minimum entry criteria to be considered is at least five GCSEs at grades 4 – 9 including English language or literature and mathematics.

The school is not offering Post 16 studies for September 2026. The school will be offering A-levels for September 2027 and will publish the criteria for entry in the academic year 2026-27.
